REVIEW OF MINUTES: Minutes from 2/7/11 meeting have been reviewed and approved by the LC.  Minutes have been posted to the PDNA website.

LIVABILITY ORG CHART: Jan briefly discussed our LC ORG CHART but mentioned that we will be making some changes as we have lost a few members, and not all committee members are present. Jack also gave ideas for readjusting our agenda to reflect the committee changes. Once we solidify our discussion with the LC; we will adjust our chart and post to the PDNA website.

GRAFFITI ABATEMENT PROGRAM: We will be hosting a “Charter Member” event at Rogue Ale House on March 30th at 6pm.  The invites have gone out and we have a confirmed attendance of about 35.  During this time, we will be honoring our current members and getting the word out to anyone that would like to join this program.  In addition to this event, we also have received a grant to help with gathering additional supplies for our members and any clean-up events in the future. Julie did report that overall she is getting responses from our members and they are tracking their volunteer hours.  She did list those who are not responding and will make an announcement to encourage more tracking.

ADOPT-A-BLOCK PROGRAM: Bill was not present this evening to give an update, so Jan spoke on his behalf.  To date, we have all trashcans adopted with the exception of 2.  We currently have a small waiting list for any additional spots that come through so that may help fill the void.  Jan would like to recognize Bill for all of his efforts in completing this task and also notes the recognition that NW Examiner has provided to us.  John Baymiller will be receiving a recognition award from the “Community Awards” on May 14th.  
PET STATION PROGRAM: Jan reported that this program is moving along well and has also been recognized by the NW Examiner.  We have several stations adopted and installed but still have about 5 left to go.  Rogue has shown an interest so Jan will correspond with them about adoption.  Hoyt St has also agreed to adopt a few for their properties, and will collaborate with what they are currently providing to residents.  

GOOD NEIGHBOR AGREEMENT: Jan has spoken with the OLCC and they are looking into the possibility of implementing the Good Neighbor Agreements within their contract requirements/licensing.    Jan also reported that this process may also be in collaboration with our PDBA and their on-going efforts with local businesses.
NOISE ABATEMENT: The Henry Building has reported that they will be completing a tracking form that will report any incidents on or near their property.  If these efforts seem to be a success they will also offer a model to provide to other buildings in the neighborhood.
